Job Description for the
Part-Time Worship Leader

The Worship Leader will, out of a vibrant faith in Jesus Christ and in coordination with the
Senior Pastor, lead Groveton Baptist Church (GBC) in corporate worship each Sunday.

Duties include:
1. Serve as primary planner and leader of all regular and special worship services.
a. Select and prepare all music for Sunday worship services and special programs. Obtain
all necessary music copyright clearances.
Oversee the Audio Visual system for Sunday morning services.
Lead music and singing at Sunday services (8:30 and 11:00 a.m.) and all other special
services.
d. Plan and conduct seasonal programs.
e. Prepare input for the Sunday morning bulletin and prepare slides for the worship
services and advertisements for special programs.
2. Lead all GBC music ministry groups.
a. Direct the sanctuary choir and praise team.
b. Prepare and conduct rehearsals for sanctuary choir and praise team, providing both
spiritual and musical leadership.
c. Oversee and coordinate the preparation, set-up and clean-up for all music group
rehearsals.
d. Coordinate with lay leaders (as talent is available) and provide musical assistance to
GBC’s other music ministries.
e. Maintain an annual plan for all music group performances and service anthemes.
f. Coordinate with the Senior Pastor for weekly services.
3. Inventory, control, maintain, update and manage GBC’s music libraries and musical
instruments.
4. Propose and manage the annual music ministry and worship program budget for the
maintenance and acquisition of music and worship supplies, equipment, training, etc.
5. Participate in GBC’s programs as a member of GBC and freely share personal experiences of
a growing faith in Jesus Christ as Lord.
